The plan will include the 

Little Munuscong and Big Munuscong River systems which covers 

approximately 149,100 acres in Chippewa and Mackinac Counties.

Examples of the types of non-point source pollution that will be 

examined include: 

�x�� Failing on-site septic systems 

�x�� Soil erosion at road/stream crossings 

�x�� Loss of land cover to filter runoff 

�x�� Streambank erosion areas 

�x�� Nutrient runoff into rivers and streams 

�x�� Soil erosion due to construction activity 

Road and Stream Crossings 

One of the major non-point source pollution contributors to the 

Munuscong watershed is  failing culverts at road/stream cross-

ings throughout the watershed.   Hundreds of tons of soil are lost 

each year due to erosion.
